Court employees approve contract 
 
QUINCY - The Office and Professional Employees 
International Union Local 6 said it has successfully 
negotiated a three-year contract for 3,500 trial court 
employees in the state. Members of Quincy-based Local 6 
approved the contract earlier this month in votes taken in 
Dorchester, Plymouth, Springfield, Peabody and Worcester. 
The contract provides 3 percent annual wage increases and 
adds a new pay step.

WATERTOWN - Bright Horizons Family Solutions Inc. will 
become a private company under a $1.3 billion deal 
unveiled on Monday. An affiliate of Boston’s Bain Capital 
Partners LLC plans to buy the Watertown-based child care 
provider for $48.25 a share. That price represents a 47 
percent premium over the company’s Jan. 11 closing share 
price. Bright Horizons said it will allow up to 60 days for it to 
seek a superior buyout proposal from another potential 
acquirer.
